These fly-drive trips are the most flexible,
and usually the most economic, way to visit
Namibia. However, it’s best not to rush
them — you’ll experience more by staying at
least 2-3 nights at most places.

A FLY-IN TRIP

For those with limited time, or who don’t
want to drive, flying around Namibia is
magical. It gives you a completely different
perspective on the country’s dramatic
landscapes. You’ll marvel at the size of the
Great Dune Sea, fly low over seal colonies
and land at grass airstrips only a few miles
from your camp.

Flying times vary from 30 minutes to a
maximum of a few hours, and these trips
can be almost as flexible as self-drives.
Choose where you stay from a selection of
Namibia’s top lodges, how long you stay at
each, and then hop between them.

Flying around Namibia is the ultimate way
to travel. You can cover a lot of ground in a
very short time, so it’s perfect if your time is
limited. However, it’s not the cheapest way
to visit.
